The city is home to more than 110,000 citizens.  Pomona High School is a comprehensive four-year high school, with a total enrollment of 1518 students.  The school calendar, composed of two semesters, is 185 days in length.  Students take classes on a modified block schedule.  One hundred and thirty-three staff members work with PHS students each day.  Of those, 80 are certified teachers. The percentage of faculty with advanced degrees is 65%. Five assistant principals, five counselors (including a 9th grade specialist), and a sociologist provide students support services.  The graduating class of 2015 had 284 students.
